* agrade point average between 3.66 and 3.89 graduate Magna Cum Laude;
* agrade point average of 3.90 or above graduate Summa Cum Laude
* no degree is awarded until all graduation requirements have been met.

Scholastic Requirements
I. Graduation Requirements Bachelor of Arts Degree
To graduate with a Bachelor of Arts degree (B.A.) from Bethany Lutheran College, a student must:

= fulfill the Common General education Core requirements or have transferred a comparable distribution of
lower division courses,

= complete a major, fulfilling its specific requirements,

= earn a minimum of 128 credits; of which at least 42 will be from upper division (three-and four-hundred level)
courses,

= achieve an overall G.P.A. of at least 2.00,

= pass a total of 14 Religious Studies credits, RELG110, RELG111, RELG2XX, RELG2XX, RELG3xx or 4XX
and RELG3XX or 4XX

= complete the second semester of a 100 level sequence of an international or classical language, or demonstrate
comparable language proficiency by examination,

= pass at least one course flagged for cultural awareness

= complete the senior year (the last 33 semester credit hours) on campus. A student may transfer in a maximum
of 65 lower division semester credit hours of academic work.

= (atalog selection: a student may earn a degree from Bethany Lutheran College according to the requirements
of the current catalog upon entrance to BLC. Requirements must be met within 7 years of the catalog issue.

= Apply for graduation the semester prior to the expected graduation date. A completed audit must accompany
this application for graduation and must be signed by the academic advisor and department chair and
submitted to the Registrar’s office by stated deadlines.
